ONLY about 15% of ALL plastic ever 
produced has been recycled – some 
plastics are very tricky to recycle. 

The first commercial ‘chemical recycling’ 
plant has opened in Scotland – maybe 
eventually plastic will be converted back 
into oil – to become a ‘circular economy’.

Experts estimate that 90% of current 
plastics could be derived from plants –
eg potatoes, sugarcane, tree bark and 
algae.
